Saint Patrick's Day is an annual feast day 
which celebrates Saint Patrick (circa AD 385–461), 
one of the patron saints of Ireland, and is generally 
celebrated on March 17. It is celebrated worldwide 
by the those of Irish descent and increasingly by non­ 
Irish people. According to legend, St. Patrick used 
the shamrock, a three­leaved plant, to explain the 
Holy Trinity to the pre­Christian Irish. Saint Patrick's 
Day parades have a long history in North America. 
The Irish Society of Boston organized what was ap­ 
parently the first Saint Patrick's Day Parade in the 
colonies on 17 March 1737, although there are de­ 
bates as to when the first parade took place!
